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2011 Qwest Teachers and Technology Grant Program

Overview
Purpose
The Qwest Teachers and Technology Grant Program is a competitive grant open to Minnesota public school teachers. The program, administered by the Minnesota Business Partnership (MBP) Education Foundation, aims to improve E-12 education by:
· Recognizing teachers who are finding innovative ways to integrate technology into their curriculum and teaching practices to improve student achievement

· Raising awareness of how teachers are finding creative ways to use technology to improve learning 

· Modeling best practices of technology integration and application
Grant Awards & Eligibility
The program will consider requests up to $7,500 submitted by educators who meet the following criteria:

· The applicant must be a teacher in a Minnesota public school

· The school must be located in the Qwest service area but need NOT be a Qwest customer (see below)
· The school must be open and operating for at least one year prior to applying for the grant (see below)
· Neither the teacher nor school has received a Qwest Teachers and Technology Grant in the past year
Application Process

· Application materials are available at www.mnbp.com 
· Applications must be received electronically on or before November 30, 2010.  This is a firm date.
· Applications will be reviewed in three phases: 

· Internal staff will review all applications to ensure that they meet eligibility criteria

· A panel of education professionals will review all eligible applications to identify the most promising proposals

· A blue ribbon panel consisting of representatives from the Minnesota Department of Education, education professionals, Qwest, and the MBP will select the final recipients

· Grant awards will be presented individually in early 2011. All applicants will be notified of their application status after all grants have been awarded.
Reports & Presentations

Consistent with the overall goals of the Qwest Teachers and Technology Grant Program, grant recipients will be required to:

· Provide documentation on the expenditure of funds

· Provide a brief summary (no more than 300 words) describing how the goals of the project were met. Guidelines and specific timing for these reports will depend upon the individual projects and will be discussed individually with recipients

· Provide a brief abstract/narrative of the project, no longer than 200-words, for publication on applicable websites
· Allow the proposed lesson plan or unit overview to be posted on applicable websites
· Participate, as available, in educational events to present projects, share lesson plans or unit overviews, describe outcomes and/or promote the grant program
